CALL REPORT 
REVISIONS, UPDATES, CRITICAL ISSUES
The Program
This program will provide a review of 2010 - 2011 Call Report revisions, accounting changes, and regulatory guidance.  Recent changes have produced confusion and many questions.  This is your chance to get the answers that you need.   The session will also cover more complex Call Report items and issues, including loan classification, restructured loans, nonaccrual assets, insider credit, mortgage loan derivatives, overdrafts, other real estate, deposit insurance, and risk based capital.  There will ample time for questions and discussion.  
Reporting of the following issues will covered in depth:

· 2011 Revisions
All revisions will be discussed, including breakdown of consumer loans into auto and other, instructions for construction loans following completion, detailed breakdown of restructured loans on RC-C and RC-N, deposits obtained through listing services, additional information on life insurance assets on RC-F, and detail on assets covered by loss sharing agreements with the FDIC on RC-M and RC-N.
· 2010 Revisions

All revisions will be discussed, including other than temporary impairment, RC-C reporting of loans to nondepository financial institutions, accounting for loan participations, reverse mortgage reporting, RC-E revisions, future commitments and commitment participations, additions to reporting of unused commitments, assets covered by loss-sharing agreements with the FDIC, and
RC-O reporting of noninterest bearing transactions covered by unlimited insurance required by the Dodd-Frank Act.
· Loan Classification: classification priority with detailed discussion of each RC-C item.

· Restructured  Loans
· Extensions of Credit to Insiders.

· Mortgage Lending:  RC-L commitments to originate and to sell 1-4 family loans reported as derivatives.
· Other Real Estate:  accounting and reporting.
· Risk Based Capital:  Risk weights for all Assets and Off Balance Sheet Items.
Participants will receive a detailed 200+ page manual that covers all Call Report schedules and is a valuable reference resource.  Ms. Jenkins will be available to answer future Call Report questions by email.
Audience
This seminar on revisions, accounting and regulatory changes, and more complex schedules and issues will provide annual training for Call Report preparers, reviewers, and auditors.  The schedules and issues covered will be of value to experienced as well as inexperienced bankers with Call Report responsibilities.  Less experienced preparers may want to supplement this with Ms. Jenkins’s webinar on Operational Schedules.  Annual Call Report training is highly recommended by bank regulators.

Participants may want to bring a copy of their bank’s Call Report for review and resolution of questions during the session.
